TOP TIPS TO PREVENT CYBERCRIME

Many of us have gotten the email (or text, or call)—it looks like it’'s from Amazon, but something seems

off. You might have gotten a text saying you won a raffle, or that there is some suspicious activity on

your Amazon account.

Scammers are good at what they do, but there are still plenty of red flags you can watch out for to

protect yourself from falling for their tricks. Here are some common signs of scammers and tips to help

you catch them in the act:

o Poor grammar, spelling, and punctuation (in texts and emails).

« The message requests that you log in to your account via email.

« The message requests payments to be made outside of the Amazon website.

o The caller requests remote access to your electronic device.

« The message asks you to verify sensitive personal information.

« The message offers a refund you were not expecting.

« You receive an order confirmation for an item you did not purchase.

« The message asks you to update payment information (not linked to an order you placed or service
you subscribed to).

o The email address does not end in “@amazon.com.”

If you’re suspicious of a call, email, or text that claims to be from an Amazon representative, do not

respond. Instead, visit your account online to see if the message or call you’ve received is accurate,

and contact Amazon customer service to verify (only use the contact information listed on Amazon’s

site).

If you’re concerned a scammer may already have your account information, change your password

immediately. Additionally, if the scammer may have your bank information, contact your bank for

help figuring out the next steps in order to protect your account. To prevent future scams, consider

downloading a call blocker. Amazon also suggests their users set up two-step verification to protect

their accounts.

Finally, report any suspicious calls, emails, or texts to Amazon, as well as the Federal Trade Commission

(FTC) to help inform and protect other Amazon customers.
